Albert D. English, born in Manchester, Michigan in 1862 was the son of Benjamin W. English and Mary W. Baldwin.  Benjamin came with his parents Richard and Susan Green English to Michigan Territory from Kings County, Ireland. Albert a prosperous and well known farmer, married in 1898 Marion B. Monteith of Allegan County Michigan.  He was active in many civic affairs as well as in the Iron Creek Free Will Baptist Church and had a life long interest in matters classical and historical.  The many reference notebooks he created reflect his wide range of interest: in particular many of his records relate to life in Manchester Village and Township at the turn of the century.

The list below is taken from the notebook entitled  “Necrology of Manchester Including Residents of the Village Previous to its Incorporation in 1867”.  The record continues through December 1928 and is found with other English records in the Michigan Historical Collection, Bentley Historical Library, The University of Michigan, Ann Arbor.  The information was gathered by Mr. English from cemetery inscriptions and from interviews with Manchester residents, according to some of his descendants.  In an introduction to his records, Mr. English notes the possible errors that find their way into these notebooks because of errors in newspaper reports, which were also extensively used.  As the first cemetery in Manchester Village no longer exists and there is a dearth of early township records, these notes made by Mr. English over a fifty-year period may provide important clues to genealogists.

This list is printed with the kind permission of the children of Jeanette M. English Wisner, the only adult child of Albert and Marion English.
