Surrogates Office-It is remembered that on the fourteenth day of June 1826, personally appeared before me, Orrin E. Gibbs, Surrogate of the County of Monroe, Peter Prices who being duly sworn did and say that William Case, late of Rush in the County of Monroe descri8be, sign and seal and the within instrument, purporting to be the last will and testament of said William Case.

Copy-Will of William Case

The Last Will and Testament of William Case of the Town of Rush in the County of Monroe and the State of New York.  I William Case considering the uncertainty of life and being of sound mind and memory (blessed be the Almighty God for the same) do make and publish this my last w3ill and testament in the manner following, that it say.

First I give and bequeath to my beloved wife Anna Case, one cow and one third of all of the household furniture of every kind in my possession.

Secondly, I give and bequeath to Elizabeth Arthur my eldest daughter one hundred dollars in addition to what she has already received to be paid by Emanuel Case my Executor at the expiration of seven years from the date of this my will.

Thirdly, I give and bequeath to my eldest now living being Oliver Case one hundred dollars to be paid on the first day of March A.D. 1826 and one hundred dollars in addition to be paid by my exacutor at the expiration of seven years after the first day of March next.

Fourthly, I give and bequeath to my second son living, Anthony Case five dollars being his full share of my estate with what he has already received to be paid by my executor.

Fifthly, I give and bequeath to Phebe Dickerson being my second daughter one hundred dollars to be paid in seven years from the date of this my last will by my executor.

Sixly, I give and bequeath to Fanny Sheldon my third daughter one hundred dollars to be paid at the expiration of seven y ears from, the date of this my will, by my executor.

Seventhly, I give and bequeath to my third son living, being Benjamin Case one hundred dollars to be paid on the first day of March A.D. 1827 by my said executor.

Eightly, I give and bequeath to my fifth son living, being Barnabas Case two hundred dollars in eight years from the first day of March next to be paid by my said executor.

Ninthly, I give and bequeath to Ruth Case and Harriet, my two youngest daughters one hundred dollars each to be paid to them by Alanson Case in consideration of a legacy bequeathed him, the said Alanson Case by this my said amt to be paid to the said Ruth and Harriet in eight years after the first day of March next and all the residue of my household furniture that is not already bequeathed to my said wife.  I hereby bequeath to the said Ruth Case and Harriet Case to share and share alike.

Tently, I give and bequeath to the heirs of Sweet W. Case, my oldest son deceased, being William Case, Almerson Case, Nelson  Case and Charlotte Case, two hundred dollars to be paid b y Alanson Case in consequences of a legacy bequeathed him as before mentioned and to be paid in seven years to be computed from the first day of March next and to share and share alike.

Eleventhly, I give and bequeath to Alanson Case my youngest son all my rights which I own in a grist mill which is one half of said mill and two acres of land adjoining the yard of said mill and the east wide of said mill.  There however being charges by mortgage on said mills and executed by myself and my son Emanuel Case.  I therefore and hereby direct and require to pay my part of said mortgage shall be paid by said Alanson Case.

And lastly as to all the residue of my estate both real and personal of whatever name or nature I give and bequeath to my son Emanuel Case, the said Emanuel Case to defray the debts which are not hereby otherwise provided for in the division of my estate, and whom I, said William Case hereby appoint my said executor of this last will and testament hereby breaking all former wills by me made in witness whereof I have herewith set my hand and seal this 26 day of November in the year of our Lord 1825.  

Signed, Sealed, Published and declared by the above named William Case, to be the last will and testament in the presence of us who have hereunto subscribed our names as witnesses in the presence of this testor.

Additional comments

William Case bought land in Ontario County, New York in 1820. (Grantor Index of Deeds 1785-1845 14-234).  He also owned a flourmill on the Honey River, West Rust, Livingston County, New York.  On the 1825 census index Anthony, Benjamin, Emanuel and Oliver were living in Livingston County, New York, the only name seen.
